Conditions of Entry

All work is to have a Tasmanian native wildlife theme or 
focus, from earthworms/native bees to fish or devils. 

The submitted work must be the original work of the 
exhibiting artist and reproductions will not be accepted.
2D works (whether single or multiple set) larger than 1 
square metre in total size including frame, cannot be
accepted for hanging.

Prints that are part of an edition produced using 
traditional printmaking techniques are accepted but 
must be numbered accordingly. Any image made using 
digital or digital print processes must be labelled as 
such.

A limit of 2 entries per artist, however up to 3 smaller 
pieces with a total area of less than 225cm2 will be
accepted (or 3375cm3 for 3D items). Each piece entered 
must be available for sale.

Entry forms must be received by 5pm, 5th October 2023 
and are non-refundable. Entry fees must be paid
($5 per entry) when work is delivered (without 
packaging) on Friday 3rd November 10-6pm or 
Saturday 4th November 10-12am. Later deliveries will 
not be accepted. Receipts will be given when work is 
delivered and entry fee paid.

2D work must be suitably framed ready for hanging with 
picture-hanging wire and screw-eyes. Unsatisfactory
framing may result in the artwork not being hung. 3D 

works should, wherever possible, be suitably displayed
by the artist. Space permitting, all entries will be 
exhibited.

All works must be clearly labelled on the bottom right 
hand side of the back, or the underside of the artwork
with the artist’s name, contact details and title of the 
artwork. All pieces must be dry and stable or will not be
accepted.

Entrants must agree to display their work for the 
duration of the exhibition.

The Festival volunteers will exercise all reasonable 
care in handling the works submitted but will not be 
responsible for loss of and or damage whatsoever to 
any works while in the exhibition. Artists are
advised to insure their work.

After 2 weeks, uncollected work will become the 
property of the Cygnet Community Hub and may be
disposed of at their discretion. If sold the proceeds (less 
40%) will be forwarded to the artist.

Unsold entries which have been posted or couriered will 
be returned in the same manner if return packaging
and delivery costs have been provided.
